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How to meld the generations? 
 

Don’t be fooled by stories that paint a picture of multigenerational living that features disgruntled grandparents, resentful 
parents, and disengaged kids. Multigenerational living is as old as human history, and reasserts itself whenever we face 
difficulties or disasters. We come together. We survive and thrive. Still, a few tips and tools can help things go more 
smoothly: 
1. Make room : It’s not the amount of space that matters; it’s the respect for independence and privacy. 
Make sure all members of the family have a spot they can call their own where they won't be disturbed. 
 
2. Make nice : Before you criticize or correct a family member, review in your mind all the things you love 
and appreciate about the person. Even better, do it out loud. To them! Thinking good things isn’t enough. Everyone needs 
positive as well as negative feedback. If you can’t offer both, hold your complaints until you can. 
 
3. Make rules mutual :To live together, you have to agree about what you'll do when you disagree. So, 
make sure you have some rules about conflict resolution along with house rules about food, chores, and curfews. Some 
families hold regular meetings, others leave notes, but the bare minimum should be five minutes of direct, face-to-face 
contact to catch up each day. 
 
4. Treat your family like your friends : It sounds strange, at first, but think about it: You treat your 
friends with patience, you listen to what they have to say, you give them advice, and you give them the benefit of the 
doubt. Treat your family with as much consideration as you do your friends and multigenerational living will go much 
more smoothly.

Mauna Kea is unique as an astronomical observing site. The atmosphere above  
the mountain is extremely dry -- which is important in measuring infrared and 
submillimeter radiation from celestial sources - and cloud-free, so that the proportion 
of clear nights is among the highest in the world. The exceptional stability of the 
atmosphere above Mauna Kea permits more detailed studies than are possible 
elsewhere, while its distance from city lights and a strong island-wide lighting 
ordinance ensure an extremely dark sky, allowing observation of the faintest galaxies 
that lie at the very edge of the observable Universe. A tropical inversion cloud layer 
about 600 meters (2,000 ft) thick, well below the summit, isolates the upper 
atmosphere from the lower moist maritime air and ensures that the summit skies are 
pure, dry, and free from atmospheric pollutants.

1. How did you become interested in the subject of the Rape of Nanking? 
What made you decide to write this book?  

2. The Rape of Nanking intrigued me at a very young age. My parents told me 
stories about the Nanking atrocities when I was a little girl—how the massacre 
was so bad that it left the surface of the Yangtze River literally covered with 
bodies and blood. This was something I found hard to believe at the time, and as 
a child I searched the local libraries for an English-language book on the 
Nanking massacre and found nothing. Eventually, what goaded me to write the 
book was a December 1994 conference on the Rape of Nanking, organized in 
Cupertino California, by the Global Alliance for Preserving the Truth of the 
Sino-Japanese war. I remember being in the conference hall, staring at photos of 
decapitated bodies and women who had been horribly mutilated after rape. I 
walked around for an entire day in a state of shock. Later, I resolved to do my 
part to give these victims their proper place in history.  

3. Are you surprised by the success of The Rape of Nanking? Why or why not?  
4. To say I was surprised is an understatement. I was flabbergasted! My greatest 

hope for The Rape of Nanking was to see it in libraries, so the Nanking massacre 
would not be forgotten by future generations. Instead, it became an international 
bestseller, remaining on the New York Times bestseller list for five months. All 
at once I found myself lecturing in auditoriums packed with thousands of 
readers, or discussing the Nanking massacre on shows like Good Morning 
America, Nightline and Jim Lehrer. All at once I found myself profiled in the 
New York Times, and featured on the cover of Reader's Digest. The entire 
experience has been like a dream.  

5. For a scholarly nonfiction book to receive this kind of attention and sales is 
phenomenal. Most serious history books don't have a wide audience. (For 
instance, I doubt my first book, Thread of the Silkworm, sold ten thousand 
copies.) But The Rape of Nanking isn't just about history, but justice. That's why 
it was successful — it struck the deep vein of moral outrage in this country.   
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A Tribute to Iris S. Chang

 Today I rise in memory of Iris Chang, a courageous historian, author and champion of Asian 
and Asian American history, human rights and historical redress. During her brief yet 
remarkable professional career, Iris touched the lives of countless people, shedding light on 
past injustices and atrocities that had been forgotten or ignored. In her personal life, she was 
a loving wife and mother, a close friend and an inspiration to many. Iris is survived by her 
husband, Dr. Brett Douglas, her son, Christopher Douglas, her parents, Shau-Jin and Ying-
Ying Chang, and her brother, Michael Chang. 
       Iris Shun-Ru Chang ( ) was born on March 28, 1968 in Princeton, New Jersey. She 
studied journalism at the University of Illinois, and received her Master's in Science Writing 
from Johns Hopkins University. While at Johns Hopkins, Iris was commissioned to research 
the life of Tsien Hsue-Shen, a Chinese American scientist who was deported to China during 
the Communist scare of the 1960s and subsequently founded China's ballistics program. Her 
research led to her critically acclaimed debut, The Thread of the Silkworm, which addressed 
the paranoia and racism of the McCarthy era. 
  As a historian and an activist, Iris fought passionately for historical justice and 
reconciliation. Her book, The Rape of Nanking, chronicled the horrific capture of Nanking 
during Japan's invasion of China in 1937, and was instrumental in educating the 
international community about Japanese military atrocities during World War II--human 
rights violations that had gone unwritten and unacknowledged for decades. Her efforts to 
seek redress for the crimes at Nanking brought her in conflict with the Japanese 
government and communities worldwide, but Iris was unwavering in her commitment to 
justice and truth. 
       In addition to her books, which decried social and historical injustices against the Asian 
and Asian American communities in the United States and internationally, Iris was also a 
member of the Committee of 100, a national nonpartisan organization of Chinese-American 
leaders who work to address issues important to the Chinese-American community. For her 
work, she earned the Peace and International Cooperation Award from John D. and 
Catherine T. MacArthur Foundation, and was named ``Woman of the Year'' by the 
Organization of Chinese-American Women. 
       Iris will be remembered for her work and service to the community. Certainly, the 
millions of people whom she touched through her writings and her activism will not forget 
the moral vision she brought on past injustices to the international community and the public 
impact of her work in promoting peace between peoples of differing races and backgrounds. 
Her fierce pride of her Chinese-American heritage empowered others with the certainty that 
they were truly Americans despite their ancestry. Our community has lost a role model and 
close friend; the world has lost one of its finest and most passionate advocates of social and 
historical justice.
